ACTIVITIES  
Some activities done to enrich and revive the union include; retreats, bible studies, prayer meetings, visitations, symposium, talks, seminars, open forum etc. Other activities under review organized by the coordinating branch include the following;

PRESBYTERIAN STUDENTS IN CHURCH EVANGELISM (P-SICE) 2010

LEADERSHIP TRAINING SEMINAR
The year’s leadership training seminars were organized for our coordinated schools at Swedru Trinity Presbyterian church on 23rd September 2010 and the second phase took place at Kibi College of Education on 4th December 2010.
